Garden Projects

This time in the season we are starting to see wilting leaves
with some of the plants. There is less and less produce at the
garden and so the work now is concentration on adding a
layer of mulch and compost onto the empty spaces. This
helps in preparation of the soil towards the vegetable of the
next season, Autumn and winter, which are mainly root
vegetables.
